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Guidelines for Chapter Logos

Chapter logo designs must:

1. Feature the name of the chapter.

2. Not be confusable with the RIMS logo – the chapter logo and RIMS logo must be distinct.

3. Be consistent with RIMS logo usage guidelines in the RIMS Communications Handbook.  
 

Strong chapter logos generally include a regional element.  Examples of acceptable chapter logos include the following:
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Chapter Logos used on RIMS Stationery:

4. RIMS logo should always appear at the top left in black or in PMS 329.

5. The chapter logo will appear at the top right.

6. The stationery should always identify the chapter, preferably in the upper right corner under the logo.

Other uses:

1. The RIMS logo will always appear with the chapter logo.

2. RIMS logo should always be prominent and appear in black or in
PMS 329.

3. The “xx Chapter” should always appear with the chapter logo.
